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named Joshua. We st hear of Joshua in Exodus 17:9 where
he is identified as an attendant or helper to Moses. He was 3
young man, eader to help and to serve in whatever way he
could. When Moses' physical strength would falter, Joshua
would hold him up (17:12). Joshua followed Moses when
he went to hear from God (Exodus 24). He was also one of
the few voices in the camp that always proclaimed the
power and glory of God when times got tough (Numbers
